Children will continue to have their Home School Link Books.  These are a vital link between home 

and school and will help the children make the best of their time at school. 

 

Our PE lessons (both indoor and outdoor) will be on a Wednesday afternoon. Please send your child 

to school wearing the appropriate PE kit on these days.  Earrings should be removed for PE, if your 

child struggles with this please practice with them at home.  If the piercings are new and earrings 

cannot be removed, then tape will need to be provided from home.
